                1 parishioner

1. To accept apologies for absence – there were no apologies.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 9 allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no issues were raised.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th January 2016 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.   The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising were:
State of Dibden Lane/Marchants Bus Service – it was agreed that the most appropriate action would be to highlight the times to avoid meeting the bus in Dibden Lane, as requests to re-route the bus may result in the loss of the service.   

Gloucestershire Highways had undertaken survey work around the war memorial and 48 Willow Bank Road with a view to siting a bus stop.   Parish Councillors had indicated to the Planning Officer that this was a dangerous site due to the blind bend and the stop would be more appropriate outside the CALA development.
4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) – no matters to report.
East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL) – Parish Council representatives had met the Planning Officer to discuss the choice of building materials following the Parish Council’s objections.   CALA Homes had subsequently requested a meeting with the Parish Council and this was agreed for 22nd February.   There had been no further correspondence on the suggested street names.   Keith Page reported that Gloucestershire Highways were unable to locate the original Traffic Regulation Order which contained the reasoning for the weight limit on the Willow Bank Road bridge, but their Structures Team had been requested to give an opinion.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan
Once the consultation closed on 4th March the responses would be collated and sent to GRCC, following which Elin Tattersall would lead a focus discussion on 14th March with a view to agreeing responses.   
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As a result of the consultation further work may be required on the NDP.   The next step would then be the Borough Council six week consultation.   In the new financial year a further bid would be submitted to Locality for grant funding. 
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Service Village Forum.   No further updates to report.
7. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field.    Planning permission had been granted for the Pavilion building on 10/2/16 with conditions:
The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of five years from the date of this permission.

This permission is in respect of plans:

02:1306:16/1 Site Plan as Proposed

02:1306:17/1 Proposed Changing/Toilets Building

Building operations shall not be commenced until samples of the roof tile, all surfacing materials and treatment of external timber proposed to be used have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and all materials used shall conform to the sample(s) so approved.

No development shall take place, including any works of demolition, until a Construction Method Statement has been submitted to, and approved in writing by, the local planning authority. The approved Statement shall be adhered to throughout the construction period. The Statement shall:

i. Specify the type and number of vehicles;

ii. Provide for the parking of vehicles of site operatives and visitors;

iii. Provide for the loading and unloading of plant and materials;

iv. Provide for the storage of plant and materials used in constructing the development;

v. Provide for wheel washing facilities;

vi. Specify the intended hours of construction operations;

vii. Specify measures to control the emission of dust and dirt during construction
The Playground Improvement Group were keen to draw up a scheme and had applied for some grant funding in the meantime.   Parish Council representatives would meet with the Playground Group within the next week in order to discuss possible schemes.   The Parish Council agreed to apply for membership of Fields in Trust at a cost of £50, as this may assist with grant funding applications and could also provide discounts on purchases of play equipment.

Parish Councillors agreed to hold a working party on 27th February to tidy up the Playing Field.   A parishioner had requested assistance from Charles Church operatives to remove some rubbish which had accumulated in the Millennium Copse stream.
8. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.  No further updates to report. 

9. To agree or note Allotment matters – Plots 17B and 17C had been let.   A request had been made for the tenancy of the large shed in the south western corner.   The Parish Council agreed to refuse this as the structure was considerably larger than the permitted shed size and its position also obstructed access to the new allotments that were to be created as a result of the Charles Church development.
10. To consider and note Planning matters

Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (15/01135/FUL) - Substitution to Plot 1 on planning ref:14/00414/FUL.   Permission for development dated 19.1.16 with conditions.
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· The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of three years from the date of this permission.

· The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the following approved plans: Drawing No: LP01 Rev A and Drawing No Plot 1.

· No development shall take place until details of existing and proposed ground levels and ground floor slab levels of the buildings hereby permitted, relative to Ordnance Datum Newlyn, have been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. The development shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the approved details.

· Notwithstanding the provisions of condition No 2 above, the construction of the dwelling hereby permitted shall not commence until detailed drawings of the proposed eaves, soffits, barge boards and fascia boards, including their colour, have been submitted to and approved by the local planning authority. The plans shall be at a minimum scale of 1:20 and the sections shall be at a minimum scale of 1:5. Development shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the approved details.

· The development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved materials as detailed on the planning application form and the development shall be retained as such thereafter.

· Notwithstanding the provisions of condition No 2 above, no development shall take place until a comprehensive Landscaping Scheme has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. The Landscaping Scheme shall include details of all existing trees (including spread and species) and hedgerows on the land, and details of any to be retained, together with measures for their protection during the course of construction. The Landscaping Scheme shall also include details of all proposed planting, including species, density, and the height and spread of trees; and details of the design, position, height and materials of all the proposed boundary treatments. Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details. The boundary treatments detailed in the approved

· The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the following approved plans: Drawing No: P02/001, Drawing No Plot 2 and Drawing No. DG001.
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· No development shall take place until details of existing and proposed ground levels and ground floor slab levels of the buildings hereby permitted, relative to Ordnance Datum Newlyn, have been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. The development shall thereafter be carried out in accordance with the approved details.

· Notwithstanding the provisions of condition No 2 above, the construction of the dwelling hereby permitted shall not commence until detailed drawings of the proposed eaves, soffits, barge boards and fascia boards, including their colour, have been submitted to and approved by the local planning authority. 6 St Margarets Road, Alderton (15/01142/FUL) - Erection of 1 no. dwelling in rear garden area of existing dwelling at 6 St Margarets Road, Alderton, to include an integral garage, and provision of new vehicular access, parking and turning area.   Permission for development dated 22.12.15 with conditions:
· The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of five years from the date of this permission.
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· The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with details within the application form, the site location plan and approved drawing nos. '15:1754:02A', '15:1754:02A [LEVELS]', '15:1754:03A', '15:1754:04A' and '15:1754:SP02A' received by the Local Planning Authority on 19th October 2015, and any other conditions attached to this permission.

· Prior to the occupation of the development hereby permitted, the vehicular accesses shall be laid out and constructed in accordance with the submitted plan drawing nos. '15:1754:02A', '15:1754:02A [LEVELS]', '15:1754:03A' and '15:1754:SP02A', received by the Local Planning Authority on 19th October 2015, with the area of driveway within at least 5.0m of the carriageway edge of the public road surfaced in bound material, and shall be maintained for the duration of the development.

· The dwelling hereby permitted shall not be occupied until the car parking has been provided in accordance with the submitted plan drawing nos. '15:1754:02A', '15:1754:02A [LEVELS]', '15:1754:03A' and '15:1754:SP02A', received by the Local Planning Authority on 19th October 2015, and shall be retained available for that purpose for the duration of the development.

· Prior to the commencement of development, details or samples of materials to be used externally shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details or samples.

· The windows at first floor level on the rear and side elevations of the dwelling hereby permitted shall be constructed so that no part of the framework less than 1.7m above finished floor level shall be openable. Any part below that level shall be fitted with, and retained in, obscure glazing.

· Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Order), no private car garages, extensions, garden sheds or outbuildings of any kind (other than any hereby permitted) shall be erected or constructed on this site without the prior express permission of the Local Planning Authority.

Holt Farm, Stow Road, Alderton (15/01346/FUL) - Removal of condition 14 (holiday let condition) attached to permission Ref: - 04/00404/FUL to allow for the use of 3 no. properties as unrestricted self-contained dwellings.   Permission for development dated 10.2.16 with conditions:
· Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Order), no private car garages, extensions, garden sheds, gates, fences, walls, other means of enclosure or structures of any kind (other than any hereby permitted) shall be erected or constructed on this site without the prior express permission of the Local Planning Authority.

· Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Order) no alteration of the building shall be carried out without the prior express permission of the Local Planning Authority.

· The bedroom and hallway windows in the west elevation of Unit 1 (Bed 1 on Drawing No. 1527.116 Rev P1) shall be glazed with obscure glass and shall be fitted with fasteners and shall be permanently retained in that condition thereafter.

· The vehicle parking, accesses, manoeuvring and turning areas shown on plan 1527.155 Rev P1 shall be kept permanently available at all times for such use.

Enforcement

New Access off Dibden Lane – Parish councillors and parishioners had met Borough Councillor representatives but no further action could be taken as the trees on site did not require planning permission.   The landowner would be expected to pay for the costs of raising the speed signs that interfered with the sight line, in order to improve visibility.
Willowbrook Farm residency – the owner had obtained residency and paid Council Tax.
