                          2 parishioners (for item 6 only)
1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Roger Knapp and Borough Councillors Jim Mason and Janet Day.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 8 allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present at this point.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 17th January 2017 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   The matters arising were:
Installation of new dog bin by War Memorial - this was now complete, with no cost to the Parish Council.   
Replacement of Clerk’s computer – the replacement computer had been purchased from Complex Systems at a revised cost of £514.98.   As the original quotes had been obtained in November 2016, the price from all the suppliers had increased since that date. 
4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road – The Parish Council was liable for solicitor’s fees for the allotment Transfer and Buckles Solicitors had been instructed to proceed on a fixed fee basis (£1250.00 + VAT).   Charles Church had offered £500 towards the Parish Council’s costs.
Trees had been planted around the attenuation pond.
East of Willow Bank Road – The build was progressing and it was agreed that the Clerk would check that the S106 funding had been received by Tewkesbury Borough Council and was available to spend.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   The NDP Group had met with Kirkwells in February and with their assistance the draft Plan was progressing well.   The Plan had been re-drafted and the remaining amendments would be completed this week.   The Consultation Statement had been finalised and the Site Assessment was expected to be completed this week.   Kirkwells were also preparing the Basic Conditions Statement.   The Group had agreed that the draft Plan would be sent to the Borough Council for comment, prior to formal submission.   The aim was to complete the Plan in May 2017.
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Borough Councillor Ron Allen updated the meeting on the JCS progress.   The Borough Council could now demonstrate a 5.3 year land supply and it was agreed that the Clerk obtain minuted evidence of this.
Tewkesbury Borough Council had recently undertaken an update of its settlement audit and the Parish Council had submitted the required form. 
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field.   There was a delay to the changing facility project as gtc had failed to take into consideration the need for a road closure to install the electrical supply.   This would take place on 10th April and the proposed project completion date was now 20th April.   If remaining funds were available then the external works ie patio area, could be completed.   Keith Page was currently researching electricity tariffs with Ecotricity.   AON had quoted an additional premium of £19.25 to insure the building from 20th April and this figure was agreed by the Parish Council.   AON had also quoted an additional annual premium of £167.31 for the building. 
A parishioner had requested that the Parish Council consider installing a noticeboard by the Playing Field and this was agreed.   The Clerk would research possible options and prices.

Representatives from the Playground Improvement Group presented a revised scheme from Wicksteed, who were the most competitive supplier.   Some of the present equipment, swings and mound, would be retained whilst the new equipment provided for a range of ages.  The surfacing was EcoTumble which came with a 10 year guarantee, plus a longer life expectancy and could be patch repaired.
Wicksteed had quoted £43,600 for the scheme and it was proposed to fund this via:

£10,090   S106 from Charles church

£20,000   S106, CALA

£  2,200   Alderton Community Trust

£10,000   Awards for All Lottery grant

Families within the village had expressed a willingness to help with maintenance and fund raising for the play area.

Concerns were raised over adjacent road safety issues and future maintenance liabilities for the Parish Council, should parishioners’ assistance not be forthcoming.

Wicksteed had indicated that if they were selected as the provider they would reserve a space this summer for the installation.   This would, however, be dependent on the lottery funding or an alternative.
The Parish Council agreed in principle to support the scheme, but requested further clarification on the level of parishioner support for the maintenance and inspections of the new play area.   In the meantime, the following actions were agreed:

7. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   County Councillor Roger Wilson reported on progress of the proposed 50mph speed limit.   
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The recent consultation had resulted in two responses supporting the proposal, two qualified support responses and one objection.  The County Council intended to respond to the objector and justify the case for the speed limit.   It was hoped this would resolve the matter so the speed limit could go ahead, albeit with a few weeks delay. 
Dennis Rayton and County Councillor Roger Wilson left the meeting.

8. To agree or note Allotment matters.   Alderton Community Trust (ACT) had previously provided and insured some allotment equipment (rotavator and mower) for the plotholders to use.   At a recent ACT meeting the trustees had agreed that they did not wish to continue to provide and insure this equipment.   They would, however, be happy to pass the equipment on, free of charge, to another body who would take on this responsibility.   
The Parish Council had previously taken on the collection of the Apprentice Plot rents but agreed not to take on the insurance and maintenance of this equipment.   
It was further agreed that the Clerk would ascertain if the Allotment Association could take responsibility for the machinery and if not, then the equipment would be removed.  
9. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 
Land Parcels 7946 And 9067, Fiddington (17/00072/FUL) - A biomass-based anaerobic digestion facility.   It was agreed not to make any representations.
For noting 

Dixton Manor, Dixton (17/00048/FUL & 17/00049/LBC) - Extend existing detached stables outbuilding to create new stable and outbuildings, forming courtyard enclosure, construction of new central horse trough feature within repaved courtyard area with new access gateways to existing paddock.    The application had been received between meetings so no Parish Council representation had been made.   Permission for development dated 20th March 2017 with conditions:

The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of five years from the date of this permission. 

The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with details within the application form and Design and Access Statement received by the Local Planning Authority on 17th January 2017, the approved plans/drawings Nos. 1605/02, 1605/03, 1605/04, 1605/05, 1605/06 received by the Local Planning Authority on 18th January 2017 and the approved plan/drawing No. 1605/01 received by the Local Planning Authority on 23rd January 2017 

No work shall start until detailed drawings of the proposed windows and doors, including elevations and sections, have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority, the windows and doors shall be in accordance with the approved drawings. 

Building operations shall not be commenced until samples of the walling proposed to be used have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and all materials used shall conform to the sample(s) so approved. 

Building operations shall not be commenced until samples of the roof tiles proposed to be used have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and all materials used shall conform to the sample(s) so approved. 

Building operations shall not be commenced until samples of the proposed stone for the window dressing to be used have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and all materials used shall conform to the sample(s) so approved. 

Prior to the installation of the rainwater goods, details of the rainwater goods shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details. 
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Building operations shall not be commenced until samples of the materials to be used for the hard surfacing within the courtyard to be used have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and all materials used shall conform to the sample(s) so approved.
Cherry Tree House, Gretton Fields, Gretton (17/00001/FUL) - 2 storey side extension and single storey rear extension. Dormers to front and side elevation and french doors at rear first floor level with juliet balcony.   Application withdrawn.
