1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor Janet Day.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 9 allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st June 2016 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There were no matters arising.
4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) – Charles Church had now put up close boarded fencing along the western boundary of the allotment site.   No further update had been received on the question of responsibility for the upkeep of the green space within the development.   The Parish Council was currently negotiating the allotment requirements that were being made available under the S106 agreement.
East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL) – The Parish Council considered the revised plans that had been submitted for planning application 16/00403/FUL Redesign of plots 12-14 of approved development 14/00414/FUL.   As the building mass had been reduced and more car parking area created, it was agreed to raise no further objections to this application.   The Parish Council had reviewed the road signage scheme, produced by Gloucestershire Highways for the August road closure and requested extra signage to warn of the closure.   Advanced notice signage would be put in place a week prior to 3rd August.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   At the meeting on 18th July the ANDP Group had continued the site assessment exercise which applied fifteen criteria to each site in order to determine an outcome.   Representatives of the Group were currently arranging to meet Borough Council officers to review work to date.   Borough Councillor Jim Mason provided an update on the progress of the Winchcombe NDP.
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6. To agree or note matters relating to the Service Village Forum.   Tewkesbury Borough Council had responded to the questions raised by Alderton Parish Council, following the publication of the Interim JCS Report:
5 year land supply
The JCS authorities will be required to demonstrate that they will have a 5 year supply on adoption of the JCS. If we can’t demonstrate this then the plan would be found to be unsound by the Inspector. As such, we are confident that we will have an adequate supply but we are having to re-do all the calculations based on the Interim Report and the latest evidence available to incorporate the most recent commitments. There is still plenty that could change through the examination process depending on the Inspector’s future judgements and Council decisions but will continue to work to establish our position.  Obviously the crucial part of the calculation is knowing what your housing need actually is, something which has been up in air for a good while now. The Interim Report provides a lot more certainty but isn’t the final report.  It may be that we are able to demonstrate a 5 year supply prior to adoption but I cannot say that with any certainty at this time. It is very much a work in progress based on an ever changing landscape!
Twigworth/Service Villages 
If Twigworth does become a strategic allocation then the village of Twigworth would indeed be removed from the list of Service Villages. This is the approach we have taken across the Borough. Therefore the 880 figure would have to be shared between the remaining villages. Through the Draft Tewkesbury Borough Plan the indicative disaggregation process put an initial number of 38 against Twigworth. However there have been many commitments in the villages in the 16 or so months that have passed since that work was undertaken. We will need to take stock of where we are and how much of this 880 is actually left to deliver (I estimate approx. 300) and relook at the process again. I know this is something that is greatly anticipated by the villages but it is something that we need to do as part of the Borough Plan work. 
7. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field.  
Changing facility project - Quotes had been received from utility providers as follows:
Western Power - £8700 + VAT (electricity)

Wales & West - £21,000 + VAT (gas)

It was agreed to research the cost of air source heat pumps for heating and hot water.
Tewkesbury Borough Council had confirmed the availability of all the relevant S106 funding along with the Borough Council grant money for the project.   CALA Homes had indicated that their S106 funding of £22,829.00 would be available in August 2016.  The Parish Council had therefore instructed Piercy Builders to proceed with the construction of the changing facility building, as previously agreed at the June 2016 meeting.   The site preparation works were to commence the following week and the area securely fenced off.   The Playing Field would still be available for use and an appropriate notice, warning of the building works, would be put in the August village newsletter.
Other matters – It was agreed to replace the chains on the swings, as identified in the 2016 Play Area Inspection Report.   It was further agreed that the Clerk research the cost of dog waste bag dispensers.   A parishioner’s family event planned for 14th August would not now be taking place.
The Parish Council agreed to submit a Community Right to Bid nomination for the School Playing Field.
8. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   Farah Devji-Large, the police representative involved in recent speed checks, would attend the August Parish Council meeting. 
9. To agree or note Allotment matters.   The Parish Council agreed to submit a Community Right to Bid nomination for the allotment site. 
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10. To consider and note Planning matters.   There were no further planning applications to consider or note.
