                  2 parishioners (for item 6 only)

1. To accept apologies for absence - apologies were accepted from Roger Knapp, Borough Councillors Ron Allen, Janet Day and Jim Mason.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 8 allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as the matter to be raised was dealt with under item 6. 
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st March 2017 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   There were no matters arising.
It was agreed that item 6 be moved up the agenda for the parishioners present to raise the matter of the new play area.

6. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field 
Update on Changing Facility project.   The building was nearly complete with only the internal doors, remedial works on the windows and general tidying up to be completed.   Eon had proved to be the most competitive supplier for electricity and the Parish Council confirmed them as the chosen utility supplier.   The charges would be paid for by a monthly variable direct debit consisting of a standing charge of 27p per day and a unit charge of 13.55p per kWh.   (Fixed Price Business Electricity Plan 1 Year Base Rate).   A Smart Meter had been fitted on 21st April.   The external works remaining were: paving, patio, footpath to the Facility and solar panels.
New Play Area.  The progress of the Lottery grant application was not known at present. Parishioners living opposite the Play Area questioned if there was any flexibility in the siting of the taller piece of equipment as it would affect their outlook.   It was agreed that the Parish Council would discuss this matter with the Playground Improvement Group to see if this could be resolved. 
Play Area – Annual Inspection Report.   The Report had raised minor items and as some of the play equipment would shortly be replaced, it was agreed to review this matter once the new Play Area was installed.
Installation of new noticeboard.   Prices ranged between £250 and £1000, depending on size and materials.   It was agreed that Keith Page further investigate appropriate noticeboards. 
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4. To agree or note matters relating to planning applications at Beckford Road (13/00114/FUL) and East of Willow Bank Road (14/00414/FUL).
Beckford Road 
Progress of allotment transfer – Charles Church had signed the Transfer and this was now with Buckles solicitors, who were slow to respond.   It was agreed that the Clerk would chase this up.
Willow Bank Road 
Land to the south of existing development – CALA Homes had contacted the Parish Council indicating that they had entered into a legal agreement covering land to the south of the existing development and intended to promote the site for up to 32 dwellings.   They wished to discuss this site with the Parish Council.   It was agreed that Mike West would prepare a response to CALA stating that the site had been included in the ANDP Group’s site assessment review which was now complete.   This review would shortly be available on the village website and CALA would be welcome to make comments. 

S106 funding – Information received from the Borough Council indicated that the S106 funding developer contributions had been received by the Borough Council.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan
The draft Alderton NDP and associated documents were now complete and it had been agreed that the Borough Council would have sight of these documents prior to formal submission.   The Parish Council endorsed these documents along with the following amendments which had recently been made to the Reg. 14 Statutory Consultation Draft of the ANDP as follows:
8.13
At a meeting on 31st October 2016, the ANDP Group discussed the Draft Consultation Statement and agreed changes to the Draft ANDP arising from the Regulation 14 consultation. The Parish Council reviewed the suggested amendments and unanimously agreed to accept these and accordingly endorsed both documents.

8.14
Following a review by Kirkwells Planning Consultants in February – March 2017, further changes were made and resubmitted to Alderton Parish Council for approval on 16th May 2017. Details of the amendments are as follows: 

1. Title page amended to Submission version.

2. A table of policies with page numbers added after Contents page.

3. Draft for Consultation wording removed and Foreword amended to remove references to Reg 14 consultation.

4. Improvements to mapping carried out as advised by Tewkesbury Borough Council: a) showing parish location in relation to towns; b) capturing all proposals for change in Alderton village including a redefined settlement boundary and location of proposed local green spaces.

5. Introduction and Section 2 amended to set out an updated account of the legal framework for the ANDP.

6. Alteration to Accessibility Para. 1.24 to identify clearly which facilities/services are not available in the Parish and where people currently have to travel to find them.

7. Various policy wording amendments by Kirkwells Planning Consultants to increase clarity and to demonstrate conformity with the NPPF.

8. Policy H2 of the Reg 14 draft withdrawn on Kirkwells’ advice. 

9. Policy H3 of the Reg 14 draft withdrawn on TBC officer advice.

10. Policy LC3 of the Reg 14 draft withdrawn on TBC officer advice. 

11. Local Green Space designation withdrawn on the Old Rectory / Vicarage gardens and the Gardeners’ Arms. Reasoned justification moved from the appendices and included in the Plan adjacent to Policy LE3. The Gardeners Arms LGS retained as an Important Open Space and wording of Policy LE3 amended accordingly. 

12. Cross referencing with saved policies in the Adopted Development Plan and emerging policies of the JCS and Tewkesbury Borough Plan included below all policy statements.
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13. First bullet point removed from Policy RP1.
14. Monitoring and review: text amended to reflect advice from Kirkwells Planning Consultants regarding emerging changes to reviewing NDPs.

15. Consultation log removed from Appendix B of the Reg 14 draft of the ANDP and offered as a separate Consultation Statement. 

16. Site assessment methodology and map removed from Appendix C of the Reg 14 draft of the ANDP and offered as a separate Site Assessment report. Map and site assessment methodology updated and confirmed by Kirkwells. 

17. Minor re-arrangement or reworking of material in other parts of the Reg. 14 Consultation Draft and its appendices completed as advised by Kirkwells.

7. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group.   As the County Council election purdah was over, County Councillor Roger Wilson would obtain an update on the progress of the B4077 speed limit and forward this on to the Parish Council.   It was agreed that he would request that the hedge was cut back around the road sign next to Windmill Farm and also obtain an update on the sale of the farm.  It was agreed that the Clerk would email the Borough Council regarding the fly tipped caravan in the lay-by at Alstone.
County Councillor Roger Wilson left the meeting.

8. To agree or note Allotment matters.   

Refund of duck shed rent - The Parish Council agreed the return of 50% of the duck shed rent (£60) to Graham Thornton, the tenant of Plot 16A.   The tenant would also be instructed to move his shed onto Plot 16A by the end of the month.   
Non-cultivation and rubbish on Plots 10A, 11 and 13A - The tenant had now ploughed the plots following complaints over seeding weeds from his plots.   He had requested permission to rabbit proof fence the plots and the Parish Council agreed that the Clerk would write and confirm that no fencing would be allowed to take place until evidence of cultivation was established.   The tenant would also be requested to provide details of the proposed materials for repairing his shed.
Insurance of allotment machinery – The Allotment Association had not been successful in finding an insurer for the machinery and it was agreed that they be given until the end of May to insure the machinery otherwise it would be removed.
9. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 
17 Church Road, Alderton, (17/00413/LBC) - Provision of internal lightweight partition walls at first floor level to provide 2 no. bedrooms, with no structural alterations.   The Parish Council had no objections or recommendations to make on this application.
4 Franklin Road, Alderton (17/00400/FUL) - Rear two storey extension. The Parish Council had no objections or recommendations to make on this application.

Latitude, Dixton (17/00436/FUL) - Retention of refurbishment and extension of timber sheds and construction of new greenhouse.   Further details on this application were awaited from the Planning Officer and it was agreed that no response would be made until these were known.
The Barn, Wrens Nest Villa, Stow Road, Alderton (17/00316/FUL) - Conversion of existing barn to residential use.   The Parish Council agreed to respond as follows:
Although we have been consulted as an adjacent parish, Alderton Parish Council objects to this application for the following reasons:

The Design & Access Statement refers to the building as being " a substantial disused barn" (point 1.3) and "The Barn was used for agricultural purposes up until recent times" (point 1.5). 
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These statements are not true as in 2005 the building was constructed under planning permission 05/0088/0734/FUL as a new garage/store.   As far as we are aware this building has never been used for agricultural purposes.

The Parish Council are also concerned at the creation of an additional access for another dwelling at that position on the busy B4077 road.

iii) To agree the grass cutting contractors for 2017.   Ubico had still not responded with their price for the 2017 Playing Field grass cutting.   Nick Charrington had expressed an interest in the parish verge cutting contract and had quoted a price of £160 per cut.   The Parish Council agreed this price and the Clerk would instruct Nick Charrington accordingly.
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iv) To approve NALC recommended 2017/18 Clerk’s salary rates.   The Parish Council agreed the new pay scales, effective from 1.4.2017.   SCP24 rose from £11.302 to £11.415, therefore 12 hrs per week = 624 hours pa = £7122.96 pa / £593.58 per month. The new rates would be used from the May 2017 salary payment which would incorporate £5.88 back pay to 1.4.17.   
13. To agree Clerk’s attendance at GAPTC training course.   It was agreed that the Clerk attend the Data Protection, FOI & Records Management on 28 June at a cost of £40.
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 9.35pm and thanked everyone for their attendance.
